The pictorials will also be reviewed as we proceed to a completed project.
2. In an endeavour to reduce meetings at the ANBC event 

the Co-Ordinator is to contact States and Zones as to the possibility og C & S meetings to revert to a Zoom platform and be held regularly during the year. This however will entail C &S Delegates be given some autonomy in decision making at these meetings.

Extract By-Law 8A. Section 5.
Promotion of birds on Social Media.
· This component relates specifically to the Zones Selection Shows to select Representatives to be shown at the A.N.B.C. National Show. None of the THREE birds selected in any of the classes or the RESERVE from any of the classes that have been selected to represent any of the Zones at the National Show are to be promoted or discussed in any post on any Website or Social Media page until AFTER the A.N.B.C. Show is concluded. Penalties for doing so may be applied. Including disqualification of the promoted bird / birds or the Zones ENTIRE Team from being able to compete at the A.N.B.C. National Show.
· 16b) A.N.B.C. ADELAIDE 2022 VENUE.
Some have already attempted to book the Venue in Adelaide but have been refused the ability to book.
The Venue has been used as a partial Covid Hotel and as such is operating on a skeleton staff at present.                                                                                    They are due to remove themselves from the Covid listing at the end of June.

2. The Show management computer program kindly donated by the Bourne’s from Canberra was discussed and a resolution reached that it needed to be turned into a Web based program so it can be more compatible to any computer in States and Zone in future. This task has been taken on, on two fronts by Peter Thurn B.C.V. and Victor Maitland B.C.W.A. 
Catherine Charlesworth is to supply two computer sticks plus copies of the written format. All are aware that costs for this project probably will be involved.

3.It was then discussed as per Dave Ganzer’s comments above as to updating the National Show guide lines to encompass the container and all relevant packing /unpacking, cleaning storage and freighting. 

All the above was taken on board but with a comment that the Host Zone still owns the Show.

4.A.N.B.C. will still support the Zones bird freighting to and from the show with a 50% rebate of costs, plus costing of container freight to the shows. Also States and Zones need to be cognizant of the upcoming high cost of the next allocation of funds for the purchase of the Logies. 
5.B.C.W.A. Agreed that talks will continue as to administration positions and tasks in those positions hopefully to enable them to put a positive proposal for the future staging of the National competition. We wish them the best.
6. Computer program for meetings.

This seems to be well received and should continue. 

Discussions took place as to not holding a face to face meeting after the National weekend and allow everyone to depart and then hold a zoom meeting one/two weeks later.  Food for thought as this would allow casual general discussion on agenda items to ensure the correct narrative/purport of items was understood.
