17a) From BCV.    Future of the National Show Yearly Fixture.
1. The cancellation of the 2020 Show owing to the corona virus epidemic.

2. Dropping of the A.N.B.C. Inc. Ring levy for a year. 
1. Discussion was quite intense and agreed that the B.C.V. be given the rights to hold the National Show in 2021.  (Refer 17b.)
Unanimously Accepted.
2. The ring levy removal was also intently debated with comments as to funding by the A.N.B.C. Inc. of the National Show including zones bird freighting to and from the show with a 50% rebate of costs, plus costing of container freight to the shows. Also is the upcoming cost of the next allocation of funds for the purchase of the Logies. 

Motion that ring levy be dropped for 12 months.

Moved; B.C.V.   Seconded; B.S.N.S.W.    The motion was defeated.
(17b)  From B.C.S.A.  National Show Date Allocation.  Re; 2021.

1. W.A. withdrew from 2022 hosting enabling B.C.S.A to move back a year to 2022. For their hosting of the National Competition. As per (17a)    There were no objections to this movement. It was noted should there be a further delay re 2021 show B.C.S.A. then remains the host for 2022.

Motion moved. B.C.T. Seconded; S.Q.B.B.A.  All were in favour.

B.C.W.A. Agreed that talks will continue as to administration positions and tasks in those positions hopefully to enable them to put a positive proposal for the future staging of the National competition. We wish them the best.

(17c) From; S.Q.B.B.A.  National Show Going forward.

Two ring year birds at the next National as a one off occasion.  2019 &2020 rings.

The motion lapsed for want of a seconder.
B.S.N.S.W.  Moved a motion that 2021 Show be for 2019 rung birds.

The motion also lapsed for wont of a seconder.

Postal Vote.

After some discussion it was offered from the chair that B.S.N.S.W. could submit a motion to the secretary within 30 days and that can then be distributed to all zones within the same time frame to vote on for a result.

It was noted that the competition had been a yearly event for 45 years as a young bird show only with great success. 

(17d)  Secretary;  Three points for consideration.

Payment of bird freight at 50% current.

Discussion conducted, but with upcoming large expenditure to be accommodated it was decided not to increase at the moment. Also there could be extra costings as to the container as presented by Dave Ganzer.

Computer program for meetings.

There is a few new programs open now for all as per Zoom and they are considerably cheaper than the one currently being financed and not used very often. James Smith, myself, and Jim Fletcher will explore options.  Zoom is at the very least 50% cheaper than the current one and easier for more to use.

A.N.B.C. Inc. Management Committee.

This idea was discussed last year and one meeting eventuated and nothing thereafter. Comments were noted that the A.N.B.C. Inc. is the governing body as per rule, by-laws, standards, constitution and financing the National Show to a reasonable degree all else is zone related and can be administered by their respective management committees. A lot like the federal government and the individual state governments.
 

ITEM 18 – GENERAL BUSINESS
18a)  Hall of Fame:

ANBC Secretary provided an update on the Hall of Fame.
There are no Hall of Fame Inductee’s this year.
18b) Leg Rings:

 Secretary reported no issues concerning leg rings over the past year. Although the aluminium is tougher.  Cost to zones remains at $0.49. per ring.
A New contract for 2021 / 22. rings has been negotiated and accepted.
Everything else remains the same as previous. There is no minimum quantity but it is suggested that a minimum of 200 plus with no restrictions on individuals be ordered to maintain a dollar break even.
18c) Bird keeping concerns;
These are ongoing concerns and are being continually monitored by most zones. If any please advise the secretary.
18d)B.S.N.Z.
Discussions were centred around the accommodation of New Zealand Judges at zones main shows to enable them to familiarise themselves with modern judging practices. Plus billeting of said judges.

I left this in again as it is ongoing but they would like us in future to go through their secretary. Neale Love S.Q.B.B.A. Inc. Commented that A.N.B.C. Inc.  Judges attend in New Zealand, and would be appreciative of their judges being invited here.

Centralising the National Competition or / and assisting Zones.

          Work in progress. This may need some serious thought in the coming years. A five year plan was muted. Age of participants is seen as a progressive problem and a need to encourage younger people to commit to all aspects of the hobby. Different States each year is the attraction so it needs to be preserved. All items are on the table as per common management, sponsorship, venue, ETC.
